A Caravan Park in Ayrshire, Scotland has been hit by severe winds 
and the damage caused has included nine caravans being blown 
over and severely damaged.

Strathclyde Fire and Rescue said it was called out to the incident at 
the Ranch Caravan site in Maybole at 12.20pm on 21st September.

Ambulance crews were also in attendance and two people  
suffered minor injuries. Fire crews scoured through the wreckage  
for further casualties.

Fire officers later said that no-one was trapped and everyone was 
accounted for.

An eyewitness described the gusty winds which hit the caravan park 
as a “whirlwind”.

How to make  
Toffee Apples
A perfect and simple treat for Halloween, or even 
when you’re watching the fireworks! 

What you need: 6  Apples, 6 Wooden Sticks, 4 packets 
of original toffee (100G), 2 Tablespoons of water and 
½ teaspoon of Vanilla Extract.

1.	 Insert the wooden sticks into apples. Place the 
apple on a baking tray on lightly greased foil.

2.	 Combine the toffee, water and vanilla in a 
saucepan over a low heat. Stir often until the toffee 
melts and is smooth. Dip each apple into the toffee 
and roll round the edge of the sauce pan to remove 
the excess toffee and place onto the tray to cool until 
they are ready to serve.
